


Arrive in Florence and check into your hotel (e.g., The Place Firenze,
Hotel Lungarno or Rivoli Boutique Hotel). Visit the Duomo (Santa
Maria del Fiore Cathedral) and climb to the top for panoramic views.
Enjoy a traditional Florentine dinner at Trattoria Cammillo.

Book tickets ahead to visit the Uffizi Gallery and see masterpieces by
Michelangelo, Leonardo da Vinci and Botticelli. Walk to the Ponte
Vecchio and explore its unique shops. Dine at Il Santo Bevitore for
refined pasta and regional dishes.

Visit the Palazzo Pitti and the Boboli Gardens, the former residence
of the Medici family. Stroll through the Oltrarno District, known for
its artisan shops. Enjoy dinner at Trattoria Marione for a taste of
bistecca alla Fiorentina.

Explore the Mercato Centrale and taste regional cheeses and fresh
pasta. Visit the Mercato di Sant’Ambrogio near the Santa Croce
neighborhood. Head to Piazzale Michelangelo to watch the sunset
over the city, followed by dinner at Antico Ristorante Paoli 1827.

Book tickets ahead to visit the Galleria dell’Accademia to see
Michelangelo’s David. Shop at designer stores and artisan boutiques
in the central neighborhood, including Giulio Giannini e Figlio and
Madova for hand-stitched leather gloves. Treat yourself to dinner at
the Michelin-starred Enoteca Pinchiorri.

Consider adding an extra day (or two!) to your itinerary and consult a
Fora Advisor about booking a pasta-making class, olive oil tasting or
avineyard tour in Chianti.
